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EXCLUSIVE COUTURE

Mademoiselle Lucien Exclusive Couture is a Belgian label which was created in 1997 by Laurent Uyttersprot and Pascal Di Pietro Martinelli, both Historians of Art.

Mademoiselle Lucien is an attitude, a way of thinking, an encounter which appeals to inner decorators, creators of exclusive fabrics and worldwide designers. These people call in Mademoiselle Lucien to work with their products.

Mademoiselle Lucien masters images with know-how and dynamism.

There are many collaborations based on trust and professionalism. 

The first collaboration with Mattel starts in 1997. Mademoiselle Lucien then creates Collection Barbie® dolls.
The first Mademoiselle Lucien Couture Collection is launched in 1999 at the Salon du Prêt-à-Porter in Paris.

2001 - Brussels, cultural base and main source of inspiration.

Mademoiselle Lucien opens its first fashion room in the Belgian capital. The designers of Mademoiselle Lucien take advantage of their own space and start a research work which results in a unique presentation concept called FASHION ART.
The first part of this concept is presented in 2002 and is directly inspired from the exhibition room itself, mixing colours, forms, gestual research and design. Fashion Art I  announces a series of events where graphic exchanges on the theme of Art Deco, as well as new collaborations, hold the first place.

The collaboration with Mattel thus grows richer with new prestigious partners such as Guerlain and Rex Mining, diamond cutters from Antwerp (Belgium) and results in the creation of the first Diamond Barbie®.
The Fashion Art Barbie® takes the visitor to an Art Deco universe, a cordial, structured, geometrical environment. A thought on the work of Akarova, famous Belgian dancer from the 20s to 50s.
Fashion Art II entitled “La Couture Théâtre” takes place in November 2003.  It is again time for a new collaboration. Mademoiselle Lucien invites Lila Verdi, director from Paris. Lila unveils a woman at each hour of the day, in her professional as well as more private life. The sex object is put into a cage. The visitor admires the actresses’ play: “Good evening, I am Caroline, my husband is Bruno and has a very good position...”. Fashion Art II is a true success: it welcomes over 300 visitors in one evening.
2003 - Mademoiselle Lucien also creates the first exhibition of a long series of events, entitled “Demoiselles de Mode, Demoiselles de …”. With women and feminine arts as the main topic, these exhibitions show traditional arts specific to some geographical and cultural areas. In March 2004, the Berber culture holds the first place for the exhibition “Demoiselles de Mode, Demoiselles de l’Atlas”. Collaborations further diversify. Mademoiselle Lucien plays with images and sublimates the visual arts. 
We would like to thank those who kindly supported or collaborated with Mademoiselle Lucien on that occasion: Mr. Salahdine, Ambassador of Morocco in Belgium, Mr. Charles Picqué, Minister-President of Brussels Capital-Region, Mrs. Paulus de Châtelet, Governor of Brussels, the magazine Le Vif-L’Express, Guerlain, Mattel, Rex Mining, Royal Air Morocco, Moroccan Tourist Office, etc...
The private viewing of the exhibition takes place on March 3, 2004, and proves to be a true success; 750 invited persons come along, of which Prince Laurent of Belgium. The work of Mademoiselle Lucien draws the attention of the Prince. He seems to appreciate it and visits the whole exhibition. 
July 2004 - the Princess Claire of Belgium shows a new look, her freshness illuminates the parade held for the national holiday on July 21. It provokes the press and the media. Consequently, H.H. Princess Claire will wear Mademoiselle Lucien dresses for official meetings.
September 2004 - opening of “Fashion Rooms”, a project which shows the versatility of Mademoiselle Lucien. The project is about carrying out the decoration of a hotel room, including supplies, furniture, specifications, etc... The room is located within the Royal Windsor Hotel, a 5 stars Hotel in Brussels, which implies working under very strict conditions.  
On that occasion Mademoiselle Lucien dedicates once again its work to Akarova and finds its inspiration from Orientalism and Art Deco. True to its concept, five small glass boxes hanging from the ceiling are newly interpreted on a regular basis according to projects of creators, cultural events in Brussels, worldwide discoveries, new collections...  
October 2004 - Mademoiselle Lucien fashion room accommodates for a week an exhibition of fabrics from Afghanistan (ikats, suzanies, etc...). This initiative from Mademoiselle Lucien was developed in collaboration with Chekeba Achemi, who represents Afghanistan to the United Nations. The event is transmitted by the magazine La Libre Essentielle. 
Mademoiselle Lucien also takes part in the exhibition "Pop-Idool Barbie®" for the 45th  anniversary of the famous doll. Over hundred dolls and decorations from Mademoiselle Luciens´ private collection are on display until January 9, 2005. 
January 2005 - as sectorial exclusive partner for the first official gala of "Femmes de Cristal" (a show from the Belgian TV channel RTBF), Mademoiselle Lucien sets a fashion show exclusively unveiling the new “Spring-Summer 2005” outlines. From this day on Mademoiselle Lucien creates dresses for presenters from various TV channels.
Mademoiselle Luciens´work and expertise are not only about clothing, it is as well about beauty, elegance and refinement; this is why its designers also organise Guerlain Beauty schools.
March 2005 - to mark the 175th anniversary of Belgium and celebrate Belgian Design one of Mademoiselle Luciens´dresses specially designed for Princess Claire is on display at the exhibition “Made in Belgium”.
May 2005 - Mademoiselle Lucien presents to the press 60 prototypes from its Barbie® collection consisting of over 300 dolls as well as 4 Diamond Barbies® in collaboration with Rex Mining.   

June 2005 - Mademoiselle Luciens´designers invite the magazine Feeling to follow them during their fabrics research in Morocco. A complete report on Mademoiselle Lucien is carried out in Taroudannt. 
November 2005 - Mademoiselle Lucien supports the Belgian singer Jess, whose talent gets internationally acknowledged. Mademoiselle Lucien designs her clothes and takes care of the make up whenever she appears in public (concerts, official receptions, video clips...)
February 2006 - the Federation of the Chambers of Commerce and Industry of the Department of Kyoto (Japan) invites Mademoiselle Lucien to work the prestigious and traditional Japanese textiles. On that occasion, an exhibition is first held at the Cultural and Information Center of Japan in Brussels and is subsequently shown worldwide. Mademoiselle Lucien holds a place of honour in this exhibition.
March 2006 - As preview, Mademoiselle Lucien presents a dynamic project in the form of a fashion show. Mademoiselle Lucien invites its Belgian and international privileged customers, purchasers for chains of stores, as well as representatives of foreign governments (Ambassadors, Counsellors, etc ...). 
This event will then later on be presented in the United Arab Emirates. On display: 30 to 40 outlines shaped in outstanding fabrics, the pieces from the February 2006 exhibition on Japanese fabrics (with the help of the Chamber of Commerce of Kyoto), as well as exclusive fabrics provided to Mademoiselle Lucien by famous furnishing fabric editors (French, English and American suppliers mainly).
“Mode Design Brussels, 2006” celebrates the year of Fashion and Design in the Belgian capital. For this important event, Mademoiselle Lucien benefits from the support of the Tourism Promotion Office Wallonia-Brussels. The Tourism Office proposes to spread information through its professional website (for journalists, suppliers, etc ...) as well as through its large audience website.
June 2006 - The multinational corporation Philips asks Mademoiselle Lucien to take part in the marketing communications for its new product “Soin du Linge” (i.e. Linen Care), the spirit of which being Haute Couture, fashion and luxury. The PR campaign shows a timeless image by using the famous Toile de Jouy (often worked by Mademoiselle Lucien designers). For the Christmas and New Year holidays, the campaign uses a glamourous Couture image by displaying an exceptional evening dress worked in a handmade silk fabric.
October 2006 - Launching of the brand new showroom Mademoiselle Lucien in Brussels, a dynamic and contemporary display area. More than just a window display, the new fashion shop spreads over several floors, including the showroom, the workroom, the Beauty area, the lounge, the reception area, etc... In this new showroom Haute Couture shares the space with furniture and dolls in an atmosphere unique to Mademoiselle Lucien.
Thalys Fashion Night: the passenger rail transport company Thalys International asks Mademoiselle Lucien to develop an original concept for the decoration of its coaches. An atmosphere made of glased or embroidered leather, multicolour silks and shimmering table mats results from a fascinating encounter between Europe and Orient, as previously met in Mademoiselle Lucien Haute Couture Collections.
November 2006 - Mademoiselle Lucien is invited to take part in the celebration marking the end of the year of Fashion and Design at the Museum of Fine Arts in Brussels.
Mademoiselle Lucien Exclusive Couture is also invited as a guest star together with JC de Castelbajac, Christian Dior, Jean-Paul Gaultier, Chantal Tomass and other famous French Haute Couture designers at the Museum of the Toile de Jouy for a Parisian retrospective celebrating the famous fabric.
February 2007 - The showroom Mademoiselle Lucien Exclusive Couture accomodates several events, such as an exhibition of contemporary jewellery, the press conference Nivéa Beauté, etc…
